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2010 VITA Successful

The 2010 Income Tax season has ended and the CADC Volunteer Income Tax Assis-

tance Program has been deemed a success returning a total of $1,059,652.

The results listed by county and federal dollar amount returned to the residents
are: Beckham/Roger Mills: $122, 804; Cotton/Jefferson: $191,175; Kiowa:
$152,605; Tillman: $420,502; Washita: $42,461. The state returns totaled 127,105.

CADC volunteers donated 250 after-work hours to ensure the maximum refund for
each taxpayer. Volunteers are trained annually by Internal Revenue Service repre-

sentatives to provide accurate and dependable services to our residents.

CADC began partnering with the IRS on the VITA program in 2004, and the num-
bers have increased yearly. “We are so happy to help more VITA clients receive
more refund dollars this year and are looking forward to increasing both numbers
again next year” said Debbie Stinnett, CADC’s VITA Coordinator. IRS representa-
tive Linda Evans presented the volunteers with certificates and congratulated them

for preparing 765 returns which is up from 668 prepared returns in 2009.
